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The Jean Steckle Childcare Centre is part of the YWCA network in 
Kitchener, Ontario, and serves its community by offering daycare 
for infants and toddlers. Because it offers services for children 
four months old up to  five years of age, there are constant 
concerns about odors and infection control. Specifically, the 
Centre has an open area featuring diaper changing stations, which 
meant diaper odors took over the entire facility.

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Bridgewater understood that odors are often accompanied 
by germs.
